1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These regulations may be called the Insurance Regulatory and Development
Authority (Obligations of Insurers to Rural or Social Sectors) (Amendment) Regulations, 2004. .

" 2. Amendment of definition of “Rural Sector” —For the existing definition of “Rural Sector” as contairied in clause (c)
of Regulation 2 of the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority (Obligations of Insurers to Rural or Social Sectors)
Regulations, 2002, the following shall be substituted : :

“(c) ‘Rural Sector’ means the places or areas classified as ‘rural’ while conducting the latest decennial population
census (Census of India).”
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
