Grace Period means the specified period of time immediately following premium due date
during which the payment can be made to renew or continue the policy in force without loss
of continuity benefits such as waiting period and coverage of pre-existing diseases.
Coverage is not available for the period for which no premiumiis received.

Hospital/Nursing Home means any institution established for in-patient care and day

ICU (Intensive Care Unit) Charges means the amount charged by a Hospital towards ICU
expenses which shall include the expenses for ICU bed, general medical support services
provided to any ICU patient including monitoring devices, critical care nursing and
intensivist charges.

Intensive Care Unit means an identified section, ward or wing of a hospital which is under
the constant supervision of a dedicated medical practitioner(s), and which is specially
equipped for the continuous monitoring and treatment of patients who are in a critical
condition, or require life support facilities and where the level of care and supervision is
considerably more sophisticated and intensive than in the ordinary and other wards.

Instalment means Premium amount paid through Quarterly / Half-yearly mode by the
Policy Holder/ Insured.
